DISCUSSION:

1. Alan reported there was no mention in the previous meeting notes of switching Local
History with Technology area.

2. There was a question about slope of roof and overall height. It was reaffirmed the
roof slope should remain at 2 2:12.

3. The committee clarified they favor the cutved wall on the east elevation.

4, The city council meeting to present the design is August 20 at 6:30 p.m.

5. There was a question about reducing the glass in the existing building. The windows
need to be replaced and perhaps the size should be reduced. Masonry or stucco infill
could be used.

6. T'he roof lantern was again discussed. Scot feels that if it was present, it could be used
to house and hide mechanical piping. '

7. A geothermal HVAC system was discussed and a preference was expressed by some
committee members. Scot reported that there may be a donor for geothermal. This
cost may be in the range of $150,000 mote than a traditional system.

8. It was suggested by one committee member that other gable dormers should be
added in similar size to the existing west wing,

9. The architect teviewed options for salvaging brick or using a similar color brick as an
accent band 1o te the building new and existing.

10. A second door should be added to the east outdoor terrace.

11.  Would like to see mote seating near the windows.

12.  Scot reminded that the progtam was developed with 2 view to the future and that all
the space may not be needed at first opening. Alan reported the program goes from
29,000 items to 42,000 items. Alan reported they want to buy all the furnitute now so
it matches. Alan reported that top and bottom shelf stacks will be open on day one.

13.  Durrant reported that the building has grown and that the cost has grown as well. We

have generated a list of possible cost saving measures (see attached).
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14.  Moving the majority of the restrooms to the lower level was discussed. See attached
floor plans. The committee likes some of these modifications and it is expected to
reduce overall area of the building by 400-600 SF.

15.  The meeting was adjourned to set up for the public open house.

16.  Photos of retail fronts with grills were shared.
